Weather Summary/Alert:

In the last seven days (31 July - 6 Aug 2020), there was 10.6 mm rain and the sky was cloudy to dense
cloudy. The maximum & minimum temperatures ranged between 29.5 to 34.1°C and 25.8 to 27.4°C
respectively. Relative humidity ranges from 83 to 91 % at 0712 a.m. and 61 to 73 % at 1412 hrs. The
winds run mainly from the ESE at a speed of 0.2 to 1.7 km/hour. Light rain on 7, 10 & 11 August and
moderate rain on 8 & 9 August may occur. Maximum & minimum temperature may range from 32.0 to
35.0 deg C & 25.0 to 27.0 deg C respectively.

Yellowing of leaves of papaya is due to stagnation of water & generally happens due to
leaching of nutrients during the rainy season. Proper drainage of water should be
maintained in the orchard. Spray, humic acid @ 4ml/liter at an interval of one month
during the papaya growing season.
